NEW PATIENT POLICIES
To help you receive our best, all patients are accepted for care understanding the following office policies.

PATIENT WORKSHOPS - To enhance your understanding of chiropractic care and teach you how to get better and faster results, all patients are required to attend two informative and stimulating Patient Workshops within the first month of care and then one per month. (You are not limited to these required classes.) These workshops are designed to answer your questions and to teach you how to stay healthy naturally. You are encouraged to bring guests so they also can learn about optimal health and healing. There is no additional fee as tuition is already included in our office visit fee structure. Education being more important than treatment, therefore spinal workshops and reading literature on each appointment, etc., are not something we invite people to but are absolute requirements within their work.

14-DAY BENEFIT - It is our experience that it is in the beginning of someone’s new encounters that they are most likely to share about them and encourage others to engage in them.  It’s for this reason we make sure in your first 14 days of care to remind you of the significance of having all of your family members checked.  Please do everything possible to make sure you have not only checked their posture, but you have had them check by the doctor so that their findings are reported, and a postural family history can be developed.

OFFICE HOURS - In order to provide the care you need as conveniently and rapidly as possible, we have established special hours in which you can receive your “adjustments” with as little waiting as possible. Therefore, we ask that you save detailed questions until your Patient Workshops, schedule a special appointment during our report hours, or request a phone consultation with the doctor.
APPOINTMENT SCHEDULING - To save you time on each visit, we ask that you pre-schedule all appointments in advance and we ask that you refrain from repeatedly rescheduling appointments. In order to keep your progress on schedule, rescheduled appointments must be made up within the same week. 
NO MISSED APPOINTMENTS – ONLY RESCHEDULED APPOINTMENTS - In order to keep your progress on schedule, missed appointments must be made up within the same week. It is your responsibility to call us if you need to make changes to your schedule. If you repeatedly miss your appointments or we must continually call you to reschedule your appointments, we will regretfully have to discharge you from our care.

Dr. DePice needs to be away from the office several times per year to teach or attend continuing education seminars. During his absence, another biomechanical chiropractor will be here to care for you. In no way would we wish to jeopardize the consistency and intensity of your adjustment schedule.

TERMS OF ACCEPTANCE

When a patient seeks chiropractic health care and we accept a patient for such care, it is essential for both to be working towards the same objective.

Chiropractic has only one goal: to eliminate misalignments within the spinal column, which interfere with the expression of the body’s innate wisdom. It is important that each patient understand both the objective and the method that will be used to attain our goal. This will prevent any confusion or disappointment.

Adjustment: the specific application of forces to facilitate the body’s correction of vertebral subluxation. Our chiropractic method of correction is specific adjustments of the spine.

Health: a state of optimal physical, mental and social well-being, not merely the absence of disease or infirmity.

Vertebral Subluxation: a misalignment of one or more of the 24 vertebrae in the spinal column which causes alteration of nerve function and interference to the transmission of mental impulses, resulting in a lessening of the body’s innate ability to express its maximum health potential.

We do not offer to diagnose or treat any disease or condition other than vertebral subluxation. However, if during the course of chiropractic spinal examination, we encounter non-chiropractic or unusual findings, we will recommend that you seek the services of a health care provider who specializes in that area.

Regardless of what the disease is called, we do not offer to treat it. Nor do we offer advice regarding treatment prescribed by others. OUR ONLY PRACTICE OBJECTIVE is to eliminate major interference to the expression of the body’s innate wisdom. Our only method is specific adjusting to correct vertebral subluxations.

All questions regarding the doctor’s objectives pertaining to my care in this office have been answered to my complete satisfaction.
